IV. Carmying of any kind of inflammable objects including fire mashal, candle, effigy, tyre etc. to be burnt by
any individual or group of persons at any public place, road, in front of Government Offices, residence ol
any Public Servant, Renowned person and Public Representatives of Jorhat District, raising Shahid bedies
in Govt. /Semi-Govt. land.

V. Training in public places, by way of drill ete with weapons lathis ete.

WHEREAS. it has been made to appear to me that movement ol public in Assam - Nagaland horder arcas
particularly between dusk to dawn is likely to hamper public peace and traneuillity and subsequently there is
apprehension o Law & arder problem in the District: '

WHEREAS, the imposition ol prohibition order under section 144 CrPC along with night curdew in ihe
Assam Nagaland bordering area has been a long standing practice which had played an important ele
prevention of interstate crimes and anti-national activities. It has also served as effective deterrent o
extremist activity. Criminals who are snoaking into and moving oul of Jorhat district to the adjoining disiew b
have been using the Assam Nagaland border as a transil rmonte They are olways attempting disrupive aml
criminal activities in Jorhat as well as other districts ul Assam via this route.

WHEREAS, otmdlna {o source report it is learnt that some repor ULFA(I) recently enrolled new voluntcors
in their group and they may used the Assam Nagaland border areas of transporting new volunteers and other
purposes.

Therelore, | Sri Ashok Kumar Barman, IAS, District Magistrate, Jorhat in exercise of powers conlerred upr
me under 144 CePC. and having been convinced, do hereby prohibit movement of all kinds of vehicles/ persons
ete. within 9KM belt on the Assam side of Assam Nagaland border from 8,00 pm to 3.00 am and thereby impose
NIGHT CURFEW from DUSK TO DAWN in the aloresaid area;
